Griffith and others began to make longer films that provided the same powerful emotional appeal as did melodrama and pre​sented spectacles far beyond what the theater could offer. A group of visionary French football administrators, led in the 1920s by the innovative Jules Rimet, are credited with the original idea of bringing the world's strongest national football teams together to compete for the title of World Champions.
